Scouts deemed unprepared or disruptive will NOT receive ANY credit for the class. 
 
2 Hour class use the class number and AM1=8-10 am or AM2=10-12am or PM1=12:30-2:30 or PM2=2:30-4:30 
4 Hour class use the class number and AM=8-12 am or PM=12:30-4:30 
 
1. Aviation: 6 hrs. Complete: Offsite Airport, must be 14, sack lunch or $5 for pizza 
2. Citizenship in the Community: 4 hrs. Eagle Required. Partial without requirements 5 & 7c – AM or PM 
3. Citizenship in the Nation: 4 hrs. Eagle Required. Partial without requirement 2 – AM or PM 
4. Citizenship in the World: 4 hrs. Eagle Required. Partial without requirement 9 – AM or PM 
5. Collections: 2 hrs. Must have a collection! Partial without requirement 5, bring pencil & paper – AM1, AM2, PM1, PM2 
6. Communications: 4 hrs. Partial without requirements 5 & 8 – AM or PM 
7. Crime Prevention & Fingerprinting (2 Badges): 4 hrs. Complete:  Afternoon only. 25 Scouts max. Offsite at Missouri 
City Police Department. NEED DRIVERS! 
8. Electronics: 4 hrs. Complete: <$5 for kit – AM or PM 
9. Emergency Preparation: 4 hrs. Eagle Required. Morning only. Partial without proof of First Aid MB, do req. 7 before or 
complete later, and do req. 9-a, b, or c before class 
10. Fire Safety: 4 hrs. Complete: with Fire Truck visit – AM or PM 
11. First Aid: 8 hrs. Eagle Required. Prerequisites: Must have completed First Aid requirements for Tenderfoot, 
Second, and First Class Ranks. Bring note from Scoutmaster or signed Scout Handbook. Extra Fee of $ 10.00 apply – Bring 
money to Counselor. 
12. Genealogy: 2 hrs. Bring information about your family:  names of parents, grandparents, great grandparents, etc.  Include 
their date/place of birth and date/place of death as well as # of children.  If you have a significant document that shows a 
marriage, birth, or other important family information, bring that, too.  We'll be very careful with the documents. 
Requirements completed in the workshop: #1,2,3,6,7,8, and 10.  Requirements to be completed at home:  #4, 5, and 9. 
13. Law: 4 hrs. Complete: Offsite Courtroom. NEED DRIVERS! – AM or PM 
14. Medicine: 4 hrs. Morning only. Complete 
15. Music: 0 hrs. Drop off documentation of band or choir membership & requirements 2, 3a or 3b, & 4d. 
16. Personal Management: 4 hrs. Eagle Required. Partial without requirements 1, 2 & 10. – AM or PM 
17. Safety: 4 hrs. Afternoon only. Do req. 2 before class and do req. 6 before or complete later and send to Mr. Danna. 
18. Stamp Collecting: 2 hrs. Complete: bring collection or <$5 will cover cost of stamps. – AM1, AM2, PM1, PM2 
19. Traffic Safety: 4 hrs. Complete: Required for BSA Ready & Prepared Award. – AM or PM 
 

Adult Basic Training 
B1. New Leader Essentials: 2 hrs. Required to be a TRAINED leader. 
 AM: 8:00-10:00 or PM: 12:30-2:30 
B2. Troop Committee Challenge: 3 hrs. Required to be a TRAINED committee member. 

AM: 9:00-noon or PM: 1:30-4:30 
B3. Youth Protection Training: 1 hr. MUST be renewed every 3 years. Required to work with youth! 

AM: 8:00-9:00 or PM: 12:30-1:30 
 

Adult Supplemental Training 
S1. Hornaday & Conservation Advisor: 1 hr.  Includes examples of successful projects and key responsibilities. Avoid 
pitfalls. Help others complete achievements for conservation related Merit Badges and Eagle projects. AM: 9:00-10:00 
S2. Merit Badge Counselor Orientation: 1 hr.  The role of the Merit Badge Counselor. Coaching and Counseling tips. Youth 
Protection issues and “no more, no less”. AM: 8:00-9:00 
S3. Safety Afloat and Safe Swim Defense: 2 hrs. MUST be renewed every 2 years. 
Required for Tour Permits where activities are in or on the water.- AM: 10:00-12:00 or PM: 2:30-4:30 
S4. Scouting Safety: 2 hrs. MUST be renewed every 2 years. 
Guide to Safe Scouting training - soon to be required for a Tour Permit.- AM: 10:00-12:00
