The number of youth in the unit will be taken from council records on the same date for every unit.  We will count number of trained adults per boy, rather than percent of leaders trained to avoid penalizing a unit for signing up extra assistant leaders, committee members, etc.  Obviously, training is important to an Excellent Unit, but so are parents who are just getting their feet wet as helpers.  The dates used for this award will be Jan 1, 2005 until Dec 31, 2005.
