Who: Course is open to all Scouters age 18 & older with backpacking experience.

Description: This course will provide:

· A vital component of the national Leave No Trace program,

· Hands-on experience in teaching Leave No Trace skills and ethics,

· Leave No Trace training in a two-day format that includes a backpacking overnight,

· Instruction in the seven principles of Leave No Trace,

· Techniques for teaching these low impact camping skills to others,

· An opportunity to teach one of the principles to fellow participants,

· Certification as a Leave No Trace Trainer.

Those who complete the course are equipped to:

· Understand, demonstrate, and teach minimum impact techniques to friends, family, their sponsoring organization, and other community groups.

· Facilitate Awareness Workshops

· Lead discussions on outdoor ethics and help others explore their personal outdoor ethic.

· Participate in advanced training and qualify as a Leave No Trace Master Educator.
